1. Introduction

This Tender Document outlines the requirements for the Supply, Installation, and
Commissioning of Split AC Units at Tagore Theatre, Thiruvananthapuram,'; for the
Information & Public Relations Department, Government of Kerala.

2.1 Eligibility Criteria

Bidders must meet the eligibility criteria as specified in Chapter 5 of the Kerala Stores
Purchase Manual. This includes, but is not limited to, registration as an approved supplier
with the Stores Purchase Department, Government of Kerala, for the relevant categories
of work. Firms against whom any punitive action has beer3 taken

(banned/blacklisted/suspended) will not be eligible.



2.2Tender Submission

Tenders shall be submitted online through the e-procurement portal of the Government of
Kerala (www.etenders.kerala.gov.in). Bidders must ensure timely submission_of both
technical and financial bids as per the stipulated deadlines. Late tenders will not be
accepted. The tender shall be submitted in a two-bid system, comprising a technical bid

and a financial bid.

2.3Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) and Performance Secm;ity

Bidders are required to submit an Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) as specified in the Notice
Inviting Tender (NIT). Exemptions from EMD payment are applicable only to registered
suppliers as per Chapter 8 of the Kerala Stores Purchase Manual. A Performance Security
will be required from the successful bidder as per the terms outlined in the manual to

ensure satisfactory execution of the contract.

2.4Evaluation of Tenders

Tenders will be evaluated based on the criteria outlined in Chapter 9 of the Kerala Stores
Purchase Manual. The evaluation process will consider both technical compliance and
financial competitiveness. The decision of the Tender Inviting Authority regarding the

evaluation and award of the contract shall be final and binding.

2.5Scope of Work

The scope of work for this contract includes, but is not limited to, the items detailed in the
attached Bill of Quantities (BOQ). The successful bidder shall be responsible for providing
all necessary materials, labor, tools, and equipment to complete the work as per the
specifications and standards. The work shall be carried out under the supervision of the

Engineer-in-Charge.

3. Technical Specifications

All works shall be executed in accordance with the relevant Indian Standards (IS Codes)
and best engineering practices. The materials used shall be of approved quality and as

specified in the BOQ. Any deviation from the specifications must be approved



in writing by the Engineer-in-Charge. The work includes, but is not limited to, the

" following:

¢ Split AC Units: Supply, installation, and commissioning of 1.5 TR 3-star split AC

units, including a 3-meter copper piping kit and outdoor stand.

o Stabilizers: Supply and installation of 4 KVA stabilizers for each AC unit. .

» Piping and Fittings: Supply and installation of suitable size 25-meter copper

pipe and 25 mm PVC pipe and fittings.

4. Bill of Quantities (BOQ)

The detailed Bill of Quantities (BOQ) for this project is attached as a separate document.
Bidders are required to quote their rates for each item in the BOQ. The quantities
mentioned in the BOQ are indicative and may vary based on actual site requirements.

Payment will be made based on the actual work executed and measured at site.

5. Payment Terms

Payment will be made upon successful completion of the work and submission of
certified measurements and invoices. The payment schedule and terms will be as per the
Kerala Stores Purchase Manual and the specific clauses in the contract agreement. GST

will be applicable as per prevailing rates. 4

6. Defect Liability Period

The successful bidder shall be responsible for rectifying any defects that may arise within
a period of [Specify Period, e.g., 12 months] from the date of completion of the work.
